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Gold Medals in Greece!
GU14 ThunderCats at the International Children’s Games

For the second year in a row, the GU14 ThunderCats had the opportunity to participate in the International Children’s
Games (ICG). This year it was held in Athens, Greece. Being the birthplace of the Olympics, | couldn’t let the
opportunity go by, and when we arrived in Athens on June 17", my Cats’ team wasn't disappointed.

The girls trained at the 2004 Athens Olympic Training Center and distance trained in
the streets of Glyfada. They ate lamb, pork gyros and mousaka (and liked it!).
Marched up the slippery steps to the top of the Acropolis, shopped in the paved
streets of Syntagma Square and the Plaka, and also got a chance to see the Islands
of Ageis, Purros, and Hydra via a short cruise. We enjoyed rooftop dinners
overlooking the Acropolis. Views in every direction provided reminders of how old the
Greek civilization is, and their incredible contributions of democracy, architecture,
western philosophy, western literature, the arts, major scientific and mathematic
principals, and defining sport through the Olympic Games.

The 43™ ICG games had 37 countries participating, 90 cities, and over 2000 athletes participating in Soccer (football),
Track and Field, Swimming, Basketball, Gymnastics, Tennis, and Volleyball for boys and girls under the age of 16. The
opening ceremonies were televised in Europe and were held in the Kalimarmaron — Panathinaikon stadium, which was
the first home of the modern Olympic Games held in 1896. Kalimarmaron means “Beautiful Marble Stadium” in Greek,
and really is all marble - just spectacular. We marched in with the rest of the United States Teams in between
Chesterfield, Ohio, and Marion, Indiana. As one of the three California teams (San Francisco and Oakland), the crowd
of 10,000+ let out a huge cheer! Europeans really like Californians!

¥ |n the soccer tournament we played Cork Ireland (whose coach, also coaches
& the U19 Irish national academy team), Heraklio Creete (who had been training
with their National team), hosting Team Athens Greece, and a powerhouse
team from Kitchener, Canada. The girls played all of our games at the
1 Alepotrypa Stadium in 95 degree heat, and they never wilted, or forgot that they
were representing the Town of Los Gatos, California, and the United States.
The girls ended up with the second best record going into the semifinals, and
won the game in PK’s. The final game was at the Rouf Stadium vs undefeated

PK’s. In the end Team Los Gatos
stood atop the podium in Athens
and were presented with Gold
Medals, with bouquets of wheat and S8
olive branches wrapped in green fabric. It was an amazing i
experience. The girls wore their medals to breakfast, lunch, and dinner,
and all the way home (on the airplane as well).

The girls became close friends with the girls from all the teams (many male
athletes too!), and traded 1000 pins, 15 game jerseys, 80 t-shirts, 25 polo
shirts, Facebook addresses, and emails to kids from all over the world. |
now believe that the world knows Los Gatos a little better, as a town with
some pretty good footballers and a group of nice kids that enjoy meeting
and making friends throughout the world. It was a great experience that |
would like to continue every year. Next year the 2010 games are being
held in Manama, Bahrian, and in 2011 Lanarkshire, Scotland will be the
host.
